Rhonda Walker went to school down the road at Moonah Primary and eventually taught there 

herself, having started teaching at Bridgewater in 1976. Teaching at Moonah introduced her to 

the integration of special needs children with support from Douglas Parker Rehab Hospital. 

School systems have changed ant that level of support is no longer available, often to the detri-

ment of the other students in the class. She commented on how families have changed over her 

35 years of teaching, societal attitudes have changed and technology has progressed from the 

chalk and blackboard through the white board to now having interactive smart boards commu-

nicating with the world through the computer and internet. Rhonda is now at Campbell St 

School and encountering many traumatized refugee children mainly from the many countries 

in Africa. In a Gr 4 class of 28 there are 15 different countries represented. 

In reflecting on Rotary, it has been part of her life for the 35 years she and Steve have been 

together and through Rotary the children and she had learned Community Service but until 

recently, no one had ever invited her to join Rotary.
