Revisited. 

   Chairman Peter Brownrigg introduced 

Mrs. Jackie Dermody, Secretary of the 

Board of Management of Abbeyfield 

House at Chigwell and founder of ―Eating 

With Friends‖. 

Jackie reminded members that the Club 

had been heavily involved in establishing 

the house 16 years ago when it was set up 

with a Federal Grant and substantial com-

munity donations including $20,000 from 

our club. 

   Abbeyfield provides supported inde-

pendent living for people, normally over 

55, who are eligible for public housing. The Society provides a live-in house-keeper who 

cooks the main meal each day, prepares the makings of the evening meal and ensures break-

fast is available on a self-serve basis. She is also responsible for cleaning the common living 

areas in the house while the residents are responsible for their own rooms and welfare, some-

times with the assistance of community services to which they are eligible. Each resident has 

their own area with bed, bath and entertainment spaces and their own external entrance. New 

residents go through an approval process first by the Board and then the residents have the 

final say after a 3 week trial period. This gives the current residents some choice about who 

lives with them.

Some History of Our Rotary Foundation 

I n 1917, RI President Arch C. Klumph proposed that an 

endowment be set up ―for the purpose of doing good in the 

world.‖ In 1928, when the endowment fund had grown to 

more than US$5,000, it was renamed The Rotary Founda-

tion, and it became a distinct entity within Rotary Interna-

tional. 

Five Trustees, including Klumph, were appointed to ―hold, 

invest, manage, and administer all of its property . . . as a 

single trust, for the furtherance of the purposes of RI.‖ 

Two years later, the Foundation made its first grant of 

$500 to the International Society for Crippled Children. 

The organization, created by Rotarian Edgar F. ―Daddy‖ 

Allen, later grew into the Easter Seals. 

The Great Depression and World War II both impeded the Foundation’s growth, but the need 

for lasting world peace generated great postwar interest in its development. After Rotary’s 

founder, Paul P. Harris, died in 1947, contributions began pouring into Rotary International, 

and the Paul Harris Memorial Fund was created to build the Foundation. 

That year, the first Foundation program – the forerunner of Rotary Foundation Ambassadorial 

Scholarships – was established. In 1965-66, three new programs were launched: Group Study 

Exchange , Awards for Technical Training, and Grants for Activities in Keeping with the Ob-

jective of The Rotary Foundation, which was later called Matching Grants . 

The Health, Hunger and Humanity (3-H) Grants program was launched in 1978, and Rotary 

Volunteers was created as a part of that program in 1980. PolioPlus was announced in 1984-

85, and the next year brought Rotary Grants for University Teachers . The first peace forums 

were held in 1987-88, leading to the Foundation's peace and conflict studies programs . 

Throughout this time, support of the Foundation grew tremendously. Since the first donation 

of $26.50 in 1917, it has received contributions totaling more than $1 billion. More than $70 

million was donated in 2003-04 alone. To date, more than one million individuals have been 

recognized as Paul Harris Fellows – people who have given $1,000 to the Annual Programs 

Fund or have had that amount contributed in their name. 

Such strong support, along with Rotarian involvement worldwide, ensures a secure future for 

The Rotary Foundation as it continues its vital work for international understanding and world

Living alone has been identi-

fied as a health hazard. The problem people 

encounter in moving to Abbeyfield and 

other forms of supported living is deciding 

and dealing with all the possessions accu-

mulated over the years. A partnership with 

Claremont Rotary Club helps applicants sort 

their possessions and dispose of them. They 

are then more able to enjoy the benefits of 

living with others. 

   Residents pay 70% of their pension + 

100% of rent assistance and this covers food 

electricity, water, rates, general provisioning 

and maintenance of the house and the house-

keepers wage. Families are kept in the loop 

and a residents committee identifies needs, 

issues  and priorities. The house is managed 

by a board which has over the past 2 years 

undergone a transformation with the inclu-

sion of a number of new and younger (U50) 

members. The society was originally formed 

just after WWII and the first house was in 

Abbeyfield Road London.
