Group Study Exchange.
PP Peter Brownrigg intro-
duced Rtn Gill Whitehouse,
g from RC of Salamanca, who
| led the Group Study Ex-
change team to District
1510, Pays de Loire, in
France. There are 50 clubs
in the District, 27 of them
hosted the team at meetings
and other events and 23 of
them were involved in home
hosting the team. The Team
also made a presentation at
the District Conference. All
their presentations were in
French.

Group Study Exchange is a Rotary Founda-
tion program where 2 districts exchange
groups of 4 or 5 young professionals for
periods up to 5 weeks. While visiting, the
team members get to visit practitioners in
their own professions in the host district as
well as addressing rotary clubs in the Dis-
trict and the District Conference.

district organizes home stay accommoda-
tion within Rotarians homes so the team
gets to experience
cultural experiences in that country.

Team members are normally aged be-
tween 25 and 40 but in the case of this
team, all were under 30. Each team is led
by an experienced Rotarian. District Gov-
ernor lan chose to exchange with District
1510 because of the different language but
similar agriculture and climate. The team
consisted of 2 agricultural scientists, a
viticulturist and a lawyer, all from the
North of the State.

Gill described in some detail many of the
vocational visits with the processing of
fresh frogs legs for restaurants and the
production of Cointreau being vividly
remembered highlights among many. She
also talked of the variety of Primary In-
dustries, noting the winter housed dairy
and beef operations.

A focus of Dist. 1510 is youth exchange
and she also noted that many of the clubs
have their own Club Houses where they
hold their meetings and organize activities
